	Introduction:

Gather students in the meeting/reading corner (legs crossed, eyes and ears open)

· We have learned about dinosaur related words and made a dictionary; today we find more about what they eat! 

· What were some food related words that we have inside the dictionary? 


Development: 

Part I: Reading of Dinosaur Dinners 
Prepare them for a story: legs crossed, ears open, thinking caps on: Pay close attention to the what food each kind of dinosaur eats, because the activity afterwards will need this information.  

Ask interactive questions that would emphasize remembering different foods.

Part II: Oral organization of what each kind of dinosaurs eat

As a class go over

· What did carnivorous dinosaurs eat?

· What did herbivorous dinosaurs eat?

· What did baby dinosaurs eat?

Part III- Pair work 

Students are grouped in pairs and are given envelopes of dinosaur food words and a chart. 

Instruct students to evaluate which food goes into which column from their memory of the story in pairs. Circulate and assist if necessary. 

Conclusion:
Look at the charts together, and praise students for their efforts and contribution. 

The teacher will briefly read over the story parts where the answers are revealed, and students need to correct their work. 

The products are kept for assessment. 

Assessment: 

Informal assessment on observing how students are listening and participating while reading the story and discussion . Observe their responses and behaviour, and redirect if necessary.

The final products should also provide a good formative assessment on what they remember. A checklist will be marked by the teacher
