	· Reading skills- verbal reading out loud as well as listening and following along when others read 

· Comprehension skills- using information from the novel create a summary report that will later be used to write a newspaper article.

( Students will construct meaning from the story through reporter worksheet; they will construct overall meaning of novel and the event of Mt. Vesuvius eruption through the report worksheet.

( Students will use a response process when reading and listening literary, popular, and information-based texts through doing the worksheet provided after finishing the novel together

Competency 5: To use information
( Students will gather information- through reading the story together as a class, they will learn the storyline of Annie’s and Jack’s adventure and also about life in Roman time Pompeii when Mount Vesuvius erupted.

( Students will put information to use when completing the report worksheet: this will later be used when they write a newspaper article.

	Introduction:

Gather students on the carpet. 

ENGAGE: Today boys and girls, we are going to finish the novel!  

- What happened so far?

- What do you think might happen? 

I have a special a mission (relate this word because it was in their vocabulary for ch1-3!) for you at the end, so I want you to  pay careful attention to what happens in the story!

Development: 

Read chapters 8-10 of the novel together. The teacher starts off reading, but open the choice for students to take turns reading as well.  For students with speech impairments read together (shared reading); one/two sentences and then continue on, so that other students are not lost in the meaning of the story.

After the reading is done, briefly discuss reactions:

· What did you think? Did you like it? Why/Why not?

· Did it end like you thought it would? 

When whole class reading is done, hold up the reporter worksheet. Explain to the students

· Now that you have experienced a volcano eruption with Jack and Annie, I want you to be reporters and write a newspaper article about the experience.

· What do reporters do? 

· Today will be concentrated on preparing the summary report, so when you write the news report you know exactly what to write. 

Hand out the worksheet, and explain each section: what students should put for each of the headings. Instruct them to go to their desks to start, and to raise their hand for questions and assistance. 

Conclusion:

Instruct students to finish the worksheet for homework. Also encourage them to be thinking about powerful/exciting headlines for when they write their news article next time. 

Assessment: 

Informal assessment on observing how students are participating while reading and doing the worksheets. 

As each student in the class has different levels and needs, assess according to their levels and needs.
