· Have a firm grasp of the vocabulary related to dinosaurs, and demonstrate this knowledge by matching words to pictures and creating their own picture dictionary
· Think critically and creatively of what pictures represent the vocabulary word given
· Read out aloud all of the vocabulary words

	· Listening skills: listening to the teacher’s questions and instructions, listening to peers during class discussion

	Introduction:

Gather students in the meeting/reading corner (legs crossed, eyes and ears open), and have the chart paper ready. 

· We have started an exciting topic, who remembers what that was? 

· To be able to learn more about dinosaurs, we need to become experts at dinosaur words. Some are very long and complicated, but I know you will be able to handle it. Are you ready? 
Development: 

Part I: Going over the words together 

· Count the words together

· Go over each word in the order: 
1. The teacher reads
2. The students read 
3. Clap to syllables
( Practise once with the word apple 

Part II: Matching game

Have students stand up, stretch, and form a circle. 

Now, I have got a problem that I need you guys’ help.

When I was preparing for this lesson, I had pictures for each word, but they all got jumbled up. I need help fixing this and to make sure we all know what the words mean. 

I will read out the meanings or if you know the meaning, raise your hand and help us, and the meaning should help us find the picture. 

Do the matching activity, where the students are sitting in a circle, and the pictures are laid out in the middle. Each child should have the chance to stick one picture to a word. 

Part III- Instructions and student work time 

· Who has seen a dictionary before? Or a picture dictionary?
Dictionaries help us understand the meaning of words. 
· Today we are making our own picture dictionary! You will each receive a word from the list, and you are in charge of drawing the meaning of the word
· Show the sheet and go over what to do
· Do one together with the example “Apple”
Show the modeled product
Hand out the sheets and the words. If students are stuck, they may use the pictures from the matching game, but encourage them that all the words should have dinosaurs in them since this will be a “Dinosaur Words Picture Dictionary”
If anyone finishes early, they will be asked to do the cover for the book.

Conclusion:
Praise students for their efforts and contribution, collect their products to be bound together or laminated & bound. 

Have the book in the library section so they can look at it while the unit is going on

Assessment: 

Informal assessment on observing how students are listening and participating while going over words and matching words. Observe their responses and behaviour, and redirect if necessary.

The final products should also provide a good formative assessment on whether they have followed instructions.
